Hamomi Childrenõs Centre is a 501(c)(3) 
nonprofit primary school located in the 
Kangemi slum of Nairobi, Kenya. A local-
ized word meaning òharmony,ó Hamomi 
was founded in 1999 by Raphael Etenyi.   

Our mission is to improve the lives of or-
phaned and  vulnerable children in the 
slums of Nairobi. We develop adults with 
the skills necessary to improve their social 
and economic condition, by providing 
education and access to basic needs in a 
safe and nurturing environment. 

We currently serve 100 children, 60 of 
whom are orphans, all of whom depend 
on eight staff members. Beyond simply 
meeting our studentsõ educational needs, 
we provide them with breakfast, lunch and 
dinner seven days a week, find guardians 
for those without family, tend to their 
medical needs, and furnish them with ade-
quate shoes and clothing.

If we fight today to give our students better lives, 
then we will produce adults with the same goals.  
We hope to raise adults with roots grounded in 
Hamomi; adults who will feel the need to give 
back to Hamomi and contribute to this world in a 
positive way.  Whether they become lawyers, 
teachers or street vendors, we envision a future 
where our children will participate in the cyclical 
nature of Hamomi that gave them their opportu-
nity to not only survive, but to excel.  

Teachers  

In addition to two administrators, 
we have six teachers. Their commit-
ment and dedication allows us to 
effectively serve the  students. They 
each earn only $100/month. This is 
not a livable Kenyan wage.  

Our Needs  

Feeding Program: provides breakfast, lunch 
and dinner for 100 students and all staff, seven 
days a week for $1,650. 

Support-A-Teacher: See next panel. 

Support-A-Graduate: We are committed to 
supporting our students as they go onto secondary 
(high) school. In 2009 we had 6 graduates, in 
2010 we will have 12 which means an ever-
expanding need for support. The cost of support-
ing a graduate is $1000/year. 

Land:  With our own land we can build better 
facilities and develop income-generating projects, 
like a farm, to become more self-sufficient. Land 
is estimated to cost $90,000.  

Help us meet these needs; support a specific program today! 

Not paying our teachers a livable wage comes at a 
severe price. We risk losing dedicated teachers to 
better paying jobs and therefore compromise our 
studentsõ willingness to trust and open up to new 
adults. Monthly support through our Support-a-
Teacher program guarantees that our teachers 

receive a steady and fair monthly wage. Support 
levels range from one month of support for $100 

to a full year of support for $4,800. Help us 
reach our goal of paying our teachers 

$400/month, a livable wage in Kenya. Partici-
pate in this valuable program today!
