We understand this reality and as renters, 

are constrained by the choices of our land-

lord, the size of the plot we can afford and 

our inability to develop without increasing 

our rent or being kicked off. In this state, 

the services and opportunities we can offer 

are limited and the chances of developing 

into a self-sufficient, sustainable organiza-

tion remain unlikely. 

Land ownership means control of our fu-

ture. It promises an opportunity to create 

better facilities, expand educational op-

portunities for our students, and establish 

onsite social businesses that will lower our 

costs and increase self-sustainability. It is 

our top long-term priority and the key to 

Hamomiõs ultimate success.

Looking at prices based on size and lo-

cation, we estimate that land will cost 

$90,000. Infrastructural developments 

in Kenya are relatively inexpensive. As 

we near this stage, we will have a bet-

ter estimate of the complete costs. 

Breakdown of Goals  
Through education 

and social business, we 

will make Hamomi a 

self-sustainable organi-

zation. We will offer 

students a first-rate 

education while teach-

ing them income-

generating skills. We 

will develop students with classroom and 

work experience, who will have a competi-

tive advantage in the world. However, a pre-

requisite to all of this, is to own land. 

The first stage of land development will be to 

build a sturdy, affordable, green facility. 

From a secure gate to water catchments to 

solar power, all aspects of this construction 

will focus on creating a safe, nurturing, and 

energy efficient facility that promotes educa-

tion while lowering operating costs.    

The second stage of land development will 

be creating social businesses. We will begin 

by farming to produce our own vegetables, 

milk and meat, saving $1650 a month and 

selling excess goods for profit. Once this 

project proves successful, we will focus on 

other businesses such as selling water and 

brick-making. By incorporating the students 

in every stage of these projects, they will 

learn how to establish, run, and manage a 

business. 

All of the above is only possible through land 

ownership. With your financial support you 

can help make this vision a reality.
