Chinook Middle School Raises $1,783  

In February 2009 we happily reported that we had begun offering our students lunch 

Monday through Friday. Due to the immense success on-the-ground and the immedi-

ate support this program received from donors, 

beginning in April we expanded this program to 

include both breakfast and lunch during the week 

as well as on Saturdays. By offering nutrient-rich 

uji (porridge), in addition to the beans and rice the 

students already receive for lunch, we have 

watched our students’ performance and health will 

continue to improve—ultimately affording them 

the opportunity to be successful and healthy in 

school and life.    

Throughout the ’08-‘09 school year we were aware that stu-

dents from Chinook Middle School were raising money for 

Hamomi. However, we did not have a clear idea of how much 

they would raise or even how they would go about fundraising. 

To our surprise, on May 12th, 2009, they presented Hamomi 

with a check for $1,783—far surpassing our goals and expecta-

tions. Their fundraising efforts included: selling bracelets and 

ice cream bars during school, collecting money from 

neighbors, and donating the proceeds from a birthday party to 

Hamomi.   

Thanks to Katie D’Amor, Kendall Dowen, Alexis Nunes, and 

all of the Chinook students who supported Hamomi by buying 

items. The initiative and motivation displayed by these stu-

dents is truly inspiring and allows Hamomi to continue to im-

prove the lives of the students we serve.
