Knowing the importance
of art i how it develops the brain, allows you to express yourself, and
changes the way you perceive the world fiwe decided that art at
Hamomi had to truly be art.

In mid-September we introduced art class to grades 1 -7 and have
since seen more than just a marked improvement in their work. We
have seen excitement in their eyes
as they tried new mediums and a
shift in the way they express and
think about the world. Each day
they are anxious to know whose
turn it is for art class or what new
project they will work on that day.

Art class has revealed the power of
incorporating fine arts into the cur-
riculum. While math or science are
necessary subjects to master, they
are based in formula and rules and
do not require abstract thinking. Instead of being asked to simply
repeat or memorize, art asks students to think on their own without
strict instruction, to use their imagination, and to translate their
ideas into unique works of art.

With the resources and supplies now available to them, art will con-
tinue to play an important role in the growth and development of
Hamomi students.
